FARRAND

Lowell Farrand built his first Bensen
gyrocopter in 1963 and brought it to the
EAA Fly-In and Convention in Rockford,
Illinois that year. Disappointed with the
reception of his machine, he decided to
build an improved gyro and bring it back
- a process that took nine years. In the
interim, Farrand met a Dr. Nicholidas of
the University of Notre Dame through his
local EAA chapter in Indiana and
volunteered to jump test a newly
developed ram air parachute. Successful
jump tests led to the development of
powered flight tests using the new
parachute and his own Bensen gyrocopter
- minus the rotors - as the pod. These tests
would be the first flights of a powered
parachute, paving the way for a new class
of sport flying some 10 years later. In
1972, Farrand took his improved
gyrocopter to Oshkosh and won the "Man
and Machine" award. He also has served
as test pilot for the Mini-Max line of
homebuilt aircraft and was one of the first
FAA Amateur-Built Designated
Airworthiness  Representatives (AB-
DAR). 3
